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Enrollment Up, Credit Hours Down--Total enrollment at St. Cloud State College has 
increased to 10,620 this fall, according to preliminary figures released by Paul 
Ingwell, Institutional Research. This is a gain of 321 students compared to one year 
ago. Decreases in on-campus students are offset by increases in students enrolled 

.in off-campus courses. A total of 1,824 students are enrolled in off-campus classes, 
compared to 1,077 one year ago.

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Energy-Saving t·1easures Adopted--Reconunendations for saving energy on the campus ap­
proved by the Faculty Senate last week are being adopted, accordingto William Radovich, 
AdDdnistrative Affairs, and Thomas Braun, Auxiliary Services. Copies of. a reminder to 
turn off lights not in use are being printed and will be posted next to tight switches 
in all campus buildings. Thermostats which have been set at 72 degrees or higher are 
being set back to 70 degrees where possible. Temperatures in hallways and unoccupied 
areas will be reduced even lower. Maintenance, custodial and security employees have 
been instructed to turn off excess lighting. For example, 22 of 34 large outside 
lights around the ~~thematics and Science Center have been disconnected. Other energy 
conservation measures already in effect include: testing and adjusting boilers at the 
heating plant to realize maximum heating efficiency, tuning the engines of college cars 
more frequently· to improve gasoline mileage, giving priority in the use of college cars 
to requests involving two or more occupants over single occupants, urging drivers of 
colle~e cars to reduce speed, adding more bicycle racks to encourage bicycle riding, 
cooperating in a daily commuter bus service from Minneapolis to reduce the number of 
co~ting cars, and reducing the amount of outside air brought into buildings for air 
circulation when buildings are occupied and closing outside air intakes at night during 
the winter months.

Governor's Order Protects State Employees--No state employee will be deprived of em­
ployment as a direct result of the implementation of Governor Anderson's Cost Savings 
Program, according to G. Theodore Hitau, Chancellor of the State College System. 
Layoffs des·igned for the purpose of achieving savings in connection with the Governor's 
Cost Savings Program are contrary to the Governor's Executive Order No. 47, Mitau has 
informed the state college presidents. "Attrition by retirements and voluntary sep­
arations are the only acceptable means of achieving personnel reductions under the 
Governor's program," he pointed out. Mitau said the Commissioner of Administration 
has established a "holding pool" in his department to receive employees whose posi­
tions are permanently eliminated as a result of the implementation of specific cost 
savings proposals. "By virtue of this program, employees occupying positions to be 
abolished may, after exercising appropriate seniority rights within their agency, be 
offered a transfer to a similar level position in the Department of Administration 
until such time as the employee can be transferred to a permanent position in another 
state agency," I•ti.tau explained. Copies of the Governor's Executive Order No. 47 and 
the Chancellor's subsequent memo to the state college presidents are on file in the 
President's Office.

Here are the highlights of the State College ·Board meeting Feb. 26 in St. Paul: 

More Food Contract Options-Procedures were approved for developing a systemwide food 
service contract increasing meal options available to students. Vendors will propose 
four or more options and submit bids on a systemwide contract so students may take 
advantage of lower costs resulting from economies of scale. Student participation is 
insured in all phases of the process. 

New Academic Programs--Three new academic progr~as were approved for Bemidji: B.S. 
and M.S. in Environmental Studies and B.S. in Law Enforcement. 

Legislation Concerning Inflation--A resolution was adopted endorsing legislation that 
may be introduced to ease the burden of inflation and cost-of-living increases on 
system employees. Such legislation is supported if it "does not exceed the cost-of­
living increase provisions authorized for other state employees and provided such 
legislation is explicitly endorsed by all faculty organizations currently involved in 
the bargaining unit exclusive representative controversy." The board noted that it 
cannot address itself to current economic issues "in the manner provided by the Public 
Employees Labor Relations Act of 1971 due to the contested status of the · determination 
of an appropriate bargaining unit and in the absence of an exclusive representative." 

Faculty Appeals--Keith Kennedy's appeal of St. Cloud's decision not to promote him was 
dismissed. Paul Narveson, appealing Noorhead's decision not to renew his apt;>ointment, 
was denied another hearing and t~e college's decision was sustained by the board. 
Walter Reed's appeal of the decision by ~ankato's president transferring him from one 
department to another was sent to the Human Rights Compiia:1ce Commission. The board 
asked the commission to look for evidence of discriminatio~ in the transfer and submit 
a report within 30 days. Hearing proced1Jres for Sheila Green, Moorhead, drawn up by 
the board's attorney were adopted. Green, a tenured faculty member, is appealing the 
college's decision to terminate her services. 

Southwest State--A resolution was adopted expressing confidence in the viability of 
Southwest State as a sound educational institution offering comprehensive se~vices to 
students and citizens of southwestern Minnesota. The board recommended that a firm 
staffing basis be sought for the college and that any staff redu~tions which may be 
determined by the governor or legislature to be necessary be accomplished through 
selective attrition rather ti1an termination of current employees. 

Salary Increases--Four-fifths of the faculty salary increase monies for 1974-75 will be 
distributed as· equal lump sum dollar amounts across-the-board to all faculty members. 
The remaining one-fifth of the 5 per cent increase authorized by the 1973 Legislature 
will be reserved for promotions and adjustments. Unclassified employees that have been 
stipulated by all employee organizations as being outside the scope of the collective 
bargaining unit will receive the same dollar amount increase provided to faculty mem­
bers on the across-the-board basis. Salary monies initially reserved for promotions 
and adjustments which are not used shall be used for across-the-board increases in 
even dollar amounts. 

Mankato Constitution--Mankato's constitution was approved except for four points con­
tested by the campus component groups. These groups and the college's new president, 
Dougla~ Hoore, will be given an opportunity to resolve remaining differences. 

Minimum Tuition Fee--The minimum tuition fee of $15 per student was eliminated to 
facilitate increased community service and college "outreach" programs. 

Repair and Betterment Expenditures--Among the projects approved was $2,500 for St. 
Cloud for Atwood Center ventilation modifications. 

Bemidji Lab School--A request by Bemidji to phase out its campus laboratory school was 
approved. The college will cooperate with the local publi-c school district in imple­
menting this decision.

"Auto-Suggestion, Biofeedback and Yoga" at 9:30 a.m. Tuesday in Atwood Center Theatre; 
"Research Methods" at 11 a.m. Tuesday in Atwood Theatre, and "Hypnosis" at 1 p.m. 
Tuesday in the Veteran's Administration Hospital Auditorium. The faculty is invited 
to all sessions.

Committee to Study Administrative-Service Positions--A seven-member committee has been 
elected to study faculty administrative-service positions at St. Cloud State College. 
The committee was elected at a general faculty meeting April 4 in Stewart Hall Audi­
torium. Committee members are Myron Anderson, Lee Be.tdorf, Charles Ernst, John 
Massman, Ray Ramquist, Marvin Thompson and Ludmi la Voelker. The resolution establish­
ing the committee stipulates that membership shall include at least four full-time 
teaching faculty and exclude the 16 designated confidential or ::upervisory faculty. 
The committee is to: "-(1) Ask the president to determine a list of those administrative­
service positions supported by the administrative position. allocation ·and a list of 
those administrative-service positions provided from the faculty allocation; 
(2) Determine alternate ways of financing necessary administrative-service positions; 
(3) Determine alternate ways of financing chairpersons and program director positions; 
(4) Determine the need for additional administrative-service and faculty positions; 
(5) Determine a procedure for continuing this type of committee as a permanent com­
mittee of the faculty; and (6) Report its recommendation to this assembly for action 
prior to May 15, 1974." In earlier action, the faculty assembly expressed strong 
support of the new sese Legal Defense Fund and urged· assembly .·members ;· to · ·contribute 
to.:.· the fund. 

Outward Bound Grants Available-~Nineteen faculty scholarships, provided through the 
Lilly Endowment, are available this summer for the Minnesota Outward Bound School, 
which conducts its programs in the Quetico-Superior Wilderness Area. Purpose of the 
grants is to provide faculty with a personal renewal experience and an introduction 
to Outward Bound philosophy and methods. Teaching faculty, administrators, coun­
selors and some graduate assistants are eligible to apply for the scholarships, which 
cover the standard course tuition ·.or a 24-day teacher practicum.

Kelly Receives Grant--John Kelly, Health, Physical Education and Recreation, has been 
awarded a $5,000 grant from Hoerner \valdorf Corporation to help support a long-range 
heart research project. Kelly is in the third year of his study of the relationship 
between exercise and the incidence of heart attacks and other cardiovascular diseases 
among men ages 25 to 50. Some 130 area residents are involved in the study. Seventy 
of them spend a minimum .of three half-hour sessions weekly in vigorous physical activ­
ity, such as swimming or running. The remaining 60 individuals, serving as the control 
group, do no regular vigorous exercising. The grant will be used to purchase a com­
puterized treadmill on which participants may run up to 15 miles per hour at varying 
degrees of incline. At the same time electrocardiograms will be taken to measure 
heart contractions.

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Americans are being misled by a national energy policy based on myths and il­
lusions, according to Stewart Udall, former Secretary of the Interior, who was the 
keynote speaker for St. Cloud State College's Symposium on Energy and Society. 
"There is a great deal of confusion about the energy crisi~ because we're getting 
confusing advice from our national leaders, " Udall told an audience Friday (April 26) 
in Stewart Hall Auditorium. Udall was Interior Secretary during the Kennedy and 
Johnson administrations. · 

nwe are running out of oil and no substitute is available, n Udall said. nAt the 
rate we are using oil, it will be gone in six years. We are the world's champion 
energy wasters. We use more energy for air conditioning alone than 800 million Chinese 
use for everything. During the years ahead we must conserve, tighten our belts, cut 
back, eliminate waste. Bigger and faster are not better. From now on, we must think 
small, snug and slmv-. " 

Four other national energy experts also participated in the two-day program. · :;; .. \. 
They were: Edward Kormondy, vice president and provost, Evergreen State College; 
Michael Morrison , Washington Bureau chief for McGraw Hill petroleum publications ; Vic­
tor John Yannacone, Jr., co-founder of the Environmental Defense Fund, and GilbertS. 
Omenn, ~ite· House Fellow and staff assistant to the chairman of the Atomic Energy 
Commission. Each spoke during a seminar Friday and participated in a panel discussion 
Saturday. Allan Hassinger, vice president for environmental and consumer affairs for 
Northern States Power Company, was moderator. 

An open house and dedication of the new Mathematics a.nd Science Center was con­
ducted in conjunction with the s~posium. Distinguished Service Professor Robert 
Wick, presided at the dedication ceremony Saturday (April 27) in the l~th-Science 
Auditorium. He is chairman of the St. Cloud Energy Commdssion. G. Theodore Mitau, 
Chancellor of the Minnesota State College System, spcke at the dedication. 

nWhile we are here today to dedicate abuilding, I should like to take a moment 
to remind us all that this superb new structure is for people. " he said. "It is a 
place for students of all ages to study and learn, a place for people to teach, and a 
place for people to leave and go out into the community and the region , the state 
and beyond, to make life better for al~ of us. The mathematics and science division 
of this great institution has a distinguished history of service to students and to 
the commu.nity, a tradition that will be enhanced by this new facility." 

In his dedication speech, President Charles J. Graham turned his attention to 
the future. uThe great emphasis upon growth and development of scientific technology 
that followed World War II appears to be on a collision course with the need to con­
serve our precious natural resources and protect our fragile environment," he said. 
"We cannot turn backward or inward , of course, but we must find ways to make techno­
logical progress more compatible with enviror~ental realities and necessities •. 

"It shall be the objective of thi s institution to insure that the educational 
pinnacles shaped in the first half of this century on this campus are sustained and 
sharpened as we close the second half of the century. This is not a modest challenge 
when one considers the problems facing higher education and the alternatives facing 
society. But it is a challenge that should, and I believe will, bring out our best 
strengths and talents. if 

The symposium was partially supported by a grant from the National Science Foun­
dation and funds from the Major Events Council.

75 research funds, according to Paul Ingwell, chairman of the Institutional Research 
Committee. The committee has approved research requests totaling $12,770 leaving a 
balance of $2,680 in unallocated funds. Proposals may be sent to Ingwell or any mem­
ber of the committee. 

Driving Facility Dedicated--A dedication ceremony commemorating the construction of an 
SCS emergency driving facility was held today at the construction site east of the 
St. Cloud Reformatory. The first of its kind in the upper Midwest, the facility was 
designed by the Minnesota Department of Highways and is operated under the auspices of 
the colle.ge. A special guest at the ceremony was Phillip Iverson, deputy state com­
missioner of public safety. Howard Matthias, Industrial Education,was in charge of 
arrangements. 

Parking Lottery Completed--The parking lottery has been completed and permits assigned, 
according to Thomas Braun, Auxiliary Services. Although the permits will be available 
beginning Monday (June 10), Braun suggests that faculty pick them up this fall when the 
permits become valid in order to avoid loss over the summer. Individuals wishing to 
know which lot they have been assigned to may call Auxiliary Services (2266).

O'Hara Advocates Campaign Reform--I~chigan Democratic Congressman James G. O'Hara 
called for public financing of political campaigns at greatly reduced levels of spend­
ing in his commencement address to SCS graduates Friday (June 7) in Halenbeck Hall. 
"The American taxpayer will pay less for public financing of campaigns than he will 
if the treasury continues to be raped by selfish interests," O'Hara declared. The 
lesson of Watergate, he said, is the need to reform political campaign financing. 
O'Hara told the graduates that the nation must "do away with political contributions 
in the expectation of political favors." O'Hara represents Michigan's 12th District 
in the House of Representatives, where he is serving his eighth consecutive term. He 
is chairman of the Special Subcommittee on Education of the House Education and Labor 
Committee. The speaker was introduced by State College System Chancellor G. Theodore 
Mitau. Also participating in the ceremonies was Rev. A. L. Stenberg, East Grand Forks, 
a member of the State College Board. President Charles J. Graham was assisted in 
awarding degrees by John Tomlinson, vice president for academic affairs,and the college 
deans. David Jerde, College Senate president, and Louise Johnson, Faculty Senate 
chairperson, were marshals. Patricia Potter, associate dean of students, was the 
announcer. Charles Peterson directed the Concert Choir and Dennis Layne directed the 
Wind Ensemble. Greetings from the Alumni Association were conveyed by its president, 
Roland Stromsborg, St. Cloud. Retiring faculty members were recognized for their 
service.

Faculty Women Initiated--The first women to be initiated into the SCS chapter of Phi 
Delta Kappa are faculty members in the college's elementary education department-­
Lynette Chang and Rosemary Roehl. Phi Delta Kappa is an international professional 
society for educators which was restricted to male members until last February when 
the organization's chapters ratified a constitutional amendment authorizing the admis­
sion of women. Other college faculty initiated this spring were: Dean Barry Menagh, 
Fine Arts; David Kramer, Biology; Tom Segar, Campus School, and Douglas MYers, grad­
uate student. George Erickson, Learning Resources, was elected chapter president. 

Ninety SCS Students to Denmark--Aalborg, Denmark, will be home for 90 SCS students dur­
ing the 1974-75 school year. Their nine-month stay in Aalborg, a port city of 150,000 
on the northern shore of the Danish peninsula, will begin August 29. The students will 
return in May. Housing and classrooms will be in the 40-room Hotel Kong Frederik. 
Donald Sikkink, Speech, has been named resident director of the program. Nine other 
faculty members will spend one quarter in Aalborg, each teaching three classes. They

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OFFICE OF THE PRESIDE~T 

To Students arid Parents: 

St. Cloud State College was recently visited by members of the Education Division of 
the Minnesota House Appropriations Committee. On this occas·ion we reported on the 
status of the college. I .would like to share some of that report with you: 

In my opening remarks I pointed out that despite various strains, the general condition 
of the college is good. Although the number of full-time on-campus students has 
declined slightly in recent years, the total number of students served by the college 
has increased considerably. This is due in large measure to the expansion of our off­
campus and evening courses. We anticipate that our full-time enrollment will stabilize 
at about 8,000 by 1978 and then show a slight increase. The total number of students 
served each year will climb to 11,000 or more. Enrollment projections are favorable 
for St. Cloud because most of our students come from those Minnesota counties that have 
the greatest potential for population growth in the next decade. 

Although more college graduates are having difficulty finding employment now than 
during the 1960's, our placement record is better than might be expected. Because of 
the changing job market, a higher percentage of St. Cloud's 9raduates are finding employ­
ment in business, industry and government than was the case a few years ago. As fewer 
students prepare to become teachers, the reduced supply of new teachers may improve their 
placement prospects. We are providing students with career counseling that should give 
them more employment options when they graduate. We have added a number of new career 
programs to meet needs expressed both by students and employers. Soon we will begin an 
external studies program to serve Minnesotans who have been unable to attain a college 
degree because they could not attend college on a regular basis. 

Our campus has been fortunate in regard to physica~ facilities. Several new buildings 
and remodeling projects have been authorized by the Legislature in recent years. A 
fe\'1 more additions will enable us to accommodate our projected enrollments through 
1980 and beyond. 

One of our primary concerns is the adverse effect of inflation on our students, faculty, 
staff and the college budget in general. We regret that fees and room and board rates 
will be slightly higher next year, but inflated costs must be met. We will do all we 
can to provide more financial aids for students to help offset additional expenses. 

In closing, I can assure you, as I assured the legislators, that this college is offer­
ing educational services that are generally of excellent quality and that we are in a 
strong position with regard to enrollment stability. The remainder of this newsletter 
provides more detailed information on recent college developments. I hope you will 
read it all. Best wishes for an enjoyable summer.

ACADEMIC YEAR STARTS SOONER 
UNDER COLLEGE'S NEW CALENDAR 
A new academic calendar has been adopted at St. Cloud State 
College, effective next September. The 1974-75 school year 
will begin approximately three weeks earlier in September and 
end two weeks earlier in the spring. 

The fall quarter will begin Wednesday, September 4, and 
conclude Friday, November 22, shortly before Thanksgiving. 
The winter quarter will begin on Monday, December 2, and 
conclude on Friday, February 28. Christmas vacation will 
be from December 21 to january 6. Monday, March 10, will 
mark the start of the spring quarter, which will end Friday, 
May 23. Each quarter includes an average of 49 days of 
classes. 

The new calendar provides flexibility for the college in 
case of possible temporary winter closings because of fuel 
shortages, according to Dr. John Tomlinson, vice president for 
academic affairs. Students also will have an opportunity to 
begin summer employment earlier. 

The calendar was recommended by the college's calendar 
committee and adopted by the Faculty Senate and the student 
component assembly of the College Senate. 

COMMISSION AUTHORIZES COLLEGE 
TO AWARD DEGREE IN RECREATION 

A non-teaching bachelor of science degree program in recrea­
tion for St. Cloud State College has been authorized by the 
Higher Education Coordinating Commission. 

The 60-credit major is designed to serve students who are 
interested in professional careers in recreation, but who are 
not necessarily interested in teaching in a school. Recent 
Department of Labor Statistics show a projected growth in 
the employment of recreation workers from 40,000 in 1968 
to 70,000 in 1980. 

The major is an inter-disciplinary approach with no 
specific track for students to follow. It makes use of already 
established courses and teaching staff. 

The St. Cloud program differs from programs at the 
University of Minnesota and Mankato State College in that 
it is more general in its approach. Dr. Robert Waxlax, 
associate professor of health, physical education and recrea­
tion, is program coordinator. 

DEAN AT GONZAGA UNIVERSITY 
TO HEAD SCHOOL OF EDUCATION 

Dr. Kenneth A. Ames, dean of the School of Education at 
Gonzaga University, Spokane, Wash., has been appointed dean 
of the School of Education at St. Cloud State College, effective 
july 1. 

The appointment was announced in March by President 
Charles J. Graham after he received recommendations from a 
search committee composed of five faculty members and four 
students. 

Ames will succeed Dr. Alvin Schelske, who has served as 
acting dean since the death of Dean lrvamae Applegate March 
3, 1973. 

Since 1966 Ames has been on the faculty at Gonzaga 
University, first as chairman of graduate studies in education 
and then as education dean. He also has been on the faculty 
at the University of Wyoming. 

Ames holds a B.S. degree from the University of Wiscon­
sin-River Falls, an M.A. degree from the University of Minne­
sota and an Ed.D. degree from the University of Wyoming. 

Dr. Donald Peterson, biology, and Hubert H. "Skip" Humphrey Ill, 
Minnesota State Senator representing New Hope and Crystal, watch

ENERGY-SOCIETY SYMPOSIUM 
FEATURES STEWART UDALL 

Americans are being misled by a national energy policy based 
on myths and illusions, according to Stewart Udall, former 
Secretary of the Interior, who spoke in April at St. Cloud State 
College. Udall, Interior Secretary during the Kennedy and 
Johnson administrations, was the keynote speaker for an 
Energy and Society Symposium conducted April 26-27 at the 
college. 

"There is a great deal of confusion about the energy crisis 
because we're getting confusing advice from our national 
leaders," Udall told an audience in Stewart Hall Auditorium. 
"We are running out of oil and no substitute is available. At 
the rate we are using oil, it will be gone in six years." 

Udall referred to Americans as "the world's champion 
energy wasters," using more energy for air conditioning alone 
than 800 million Chinese use for everything. "During the years 
ahead we must conserve, tighten our belts, cut back, eliminate 
waste," he said. "Bigger and faster are not better. From now 
on, we must think small, snug and slow." 

Four other national energy experts also participated in the 
two-day program. They were: Dr. Edward Kormondy, vice­
president and provost, Evergreen State College; Michael 
Morrison, Washington Bureau chief for McGraw Hill petroleum 
publications; Victor John Yannacone, Jr., co-founder of the 
Environmental Defense Fund, and Dr. GilbertS. Omenn, 
White House Fellow and staff assistant to the chairman of 
the Atomic Energy Commission. Allan Hassinger, vice presi­
dent for environmental and consumer affairs for Northern 
States Power Company, was moderator for a panel discussion. 

An open house and dedication of the college's new 
Mathematics-Science Center was held in conjunction 
with the symposium. Completed last summer, the four-level 
Mathematics-Science Center houses several departments and 
programs in mathematics and the natural sciences. Its facili­
ties include a planetarium, observatory, greenhouse, growth 
chambers, animal quarters, electron microscopes, linear 
accelerator and auditorium. 

The symposium was supported by a grant from the National 
Science Foundation and funds from the Major Events Council. 



SUMMER SESSIONS OFFER 
VARIETY OF WORKSHOPS 

Two five-week sessions this summer at St. Cloud State College 
feature a variety of workshops, institutes, educational tours 
and experimental courses. 

Registration for the first session is June 10, with classes 
continuing from June 11 through July 12. The second session 
begins with registration July 15. Classes continue through 
August 16. 

Numerous workshops are planned in such areas as art, 
economics, mass communications, psychology, industrial 
education, technology, education, field geology, athletic 
administration, outdoor education recreation, motorcycle 
instruction and photography. Educational tours are scheduled 
by the information media and psychology departments. 

EXTENSION COURSES INCREASE 

St. Cloud State College offered more extension and continuing 
education courses this spring than were offered in any previous 
quarter, according to Howard Weise, director of academic ser­
vices. A total of 102 such courses were conducted, compared 
to 93 last spring. This raised the total extension and continu­
ing education courses for 1973-74 to 249, compared to 181 
during 1972-73. 

SIXTEEN FOREIGN STUDENTS 
AWARDED SPRING SCHOLARSHIPS 

Sixteen foreign students from China, Iran, Guyana, Pakistan, 
Korea, Trinidad and Nigeria were awarded more than $3,000 
in scholarships at St. Cloud State College for the 1974 spring 
quarter. The recipients are both undergraduates and graduates. 

Sources for the awards include endowments left by Clarence 
Atwood, Alice Eastman, K. K. Eastman and Stephen Somsen 
and contributions from the St. Cloud State College Bookstore 
Fund, the Twentieth Century Club and Dr. P.L. Halenbeck of 
St. Cloud. 

To qualify for a scholarship a foreign student must have a 
student visa and a good academic record in a degree program 
helpful to the student in his or her native country.

The dancers were allowed hourly rest breaks and received 
free food donated by the college's food service and St. Cloud 
restaurants. Free medical attention also was provided. 

SPRING CONTESTS ATTRACT 
3,800 STUDENTS TO CAMPUS 

St. Cloud State College hosted four high school competitions 
this spring which brought nearly 3,800 junior and senior high 
school students to the campus. 

More than 50 local and district science fair winners from a 
15-county area of Central Minnesota attended a regional fair 
April 6 at St. Cloud. The Minnesota Junior Academy of 
Science sponsored the event. 

About 2,650 students from Minnesota high schools com­
peted in the Minnesota State High School League's Region 
Five vocal and instrumental music contests May 4 and May 11.

A $24,970 National Science Foundation grant has been 
awarded to the Center for Economic Education at St. Cloud 
State College. The grant will be used for an 18-month in­
structional improvement program designed to assist 12 
elementary schools from three cooperating public school 
systems--Annandale, Cold Spring and Foley. 

The grant will enable the school systems to begin a so.cial 
studies and economic education program. Seventy area ele­
mentary school instructors will participate in an intensive 
summer training program.

Chancellor Proposes Financing Plan--Dr. G. Theodore Mi tau, chancellor of the Minnesota 
State College System, has proposed that the federal government adopt an interim higher 
education financing plan tied to the Cost of Living Index to enable colleges and univer~ 
sities to maintain stable tuition rates despite inflation. He made his recommendation 
at a tuition seminar conducted by the House Education and Labor Committee's Special 
Subcommittee on Education. The plan would provide annual payments of federal funds to 
private and public, two and four year institutions based on the annual percentage · 
change in the Cost of Living Index. First step in the plan would be to establish the 
national average education cost per student--a National Higher Education Cost Adjust­
ment Factor--through a formula provided in the Higher Education Act of 1972. The re­
sulting cost figure would be multiplied by the annual percentage increase in the cost 
of living to determine the per capita p~ent to post-secondary institutions. ~titau 
said if the plan was presently in effect colleges and universities would have received 
$235 per student this year, based on a 10.7 percent inflation rate applied to a $2,200 
National Higher Education Cost Adjustment Factor.

SCS Awarded ~? Grants--St. Cloud State College has received grants totalling $44,035 
from the U.S. Department of Health, Education and Welfare. $39,800 in Title VI-A f1mds 
were awarded to purchase instructional equipment, $10,000 each to the departments of 
physics and technology for laboratory equipment and $19,800 to the television depart­
ment for closed circuit television equipment. In addition to the instructional equip­
ment grants, the college has received $4,235 in Title II-A funds for the Learning 
Resources Center.

Enrollment Down Again--According to preliminary figures just released by Joe Schwartz, 
assistant director of institutional research, enrollment for second summer session has 
declined 11 per cent from last year. Total enrollment for summer session II is 2,472, 
compared with 2,776 in 1973. Undergraduate enrollment declined 14.8 per cent, from 
1,833 in 1973 to 1,561 this year. Graduate enrollment declined 3.4 per cent from 943 
in 1973 to 911 in 1974. Although these are only preliminary figures, they are not 
expected to change substantially when the final count is made, Schwartz said.

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CSB President Urges Graduates To Continue Education--A lifetime of learning--this is 
what St. Cloud State College graduates were told to expect Thursday (Aug. 15) by Dr. 
Beverly W. Miller, new president of the College of St. Benedict~ Education should no 
longer be considered a stage in life but a way of life, she maintained at summer com­
mencement excercises in Atwood Center Ballroom. Education continued throughout one's 
life is a means of acquiring skills and avocational interests that later become recre­
ational outlets and retirement activities, she said. But more important is the fact 
that, according to the U.S. Bureau of Statistics, today's graduates can expect a mini­
mum of three career changes before retirement. Not just changes to a higher level of 
the same career, she explained, but to completely unrelated fields, requiring new skills 
and new knowledge. Dr. Miller recalled a poster that was popular several years ago. 
It said, "I wouldn't like to have lived without ever having disturbed anyone." This, 
she said, expresses well her wish for the graduates: having been a "little disturbed" 
during their college years, they should continue their lives so that they will be a 
little more disturbed each day and a little more disturbing to others. An undisturbed 
oyster, she reminded them, never produces a pearl. President Graham and State College 
Board member Arnold C. Anderson conferred 435 bachelor's degrees, 142 master's degrees, 
one specialist degree, four fifth year certificates and 14 associate of arts degrees.

Here are the highlights of the State College Board meeting August 20 in St. Paul:

Residence Rule--The Board intends to revoke the SCB operating policy which requires stu­
dents to live in dormitories. Among factors which led to this change were lowering the 
age of majority, recommendations in a recent LEAP study of state college residence hall 
programs and a proposed law suit by the Minnesota Civil Liberties Union challenging the 
constitutionality of the policy. Presently all six outstate colleges require freshmen 
to live in residence halls and Bemidji and Southwest also require sophomores to live on · 
campus. After reviewing the implications of the change at its November 19 meeting, the 
Board will set a date when the policy will cease to be in effect. 

1975-77 Biennial Budget Request--Vice Chancellor Norman Dybdahl outlined the status of 
the budget development process and reported that a final budget will be ready for ap­
proval at the Budget and Finance Committee meeting Oct. 2 at Mankato ••• The Board 
approved $2.9 million for new activities and quality improvement of existing programs ••• 
Systemwide biennial requests include women's athletics, $212,000; affirmative action 
staffing, $182,000; staffing to enforce provisions of the Occupational Safety and 
Health act, .$78,000; inventory maintenance, $60,000; regional services coordination, · 
$350,000; and regional historical centers, $240,000 ••• In order to keep residence hall 
rates competitive, the Board agreed to include the cost of all curricular, educational 
and counseling activities now borne by the residence hall programs in the appropriation 
budget request. The approximate cost is $8oo,ooo ••• College programs included .in the 
quality improvement request . are: Bemidji--cultural arts office, $54,000 and environ­
mental studies program, $100,000. ~hnkato--nursing supplement, $148,000. t~tropolitan­
venture fund, $50,000. Moorhead--tri-college university, $64,700. St. Cloud--computer 
instruction program, $25,000 and child development program, $52,000. Southwest-­
Minnesota Educational Radio, $15,000 and rehabilitation services, $12,000. Winona-­
special education-early childhood, $25,000 and nursing supplement, $123,000 ••• The 
Board approved a request of $280,000 to support certain programs presently funded with 
Student Activity Fees which are determined to have a curricular comp.onent. Some 
examples: drama, debate, band. 

Capitol Improvement Program--The Board approved a general building program philosophy: 
to provide the kind of physical plant necessary to support a quality educational pro­
gram. The Board requested Vice Chancellor Calhoun to consult with the colleges to 
determine unique programmatic needs. The Budget and Finance Committee will review and 
re-examine the various projects and the priorities assigned to each at its Oct. 2 
meeting. 

New Academic Program Proposals--Under a new procedure adopted by the Board, new program 
proposals will be acted on by the Educational Policies Committee twice each year rather 
than at each meeting. The purpose of this new procedure is to improve academic plan­
ning and coordination :. among the colleges. 

Administrative Council Abolished--After a second public hearing, the Board abolished the 
the Administrative Council composed of the chancellor and the college presidents as set 
forth in the State College Board Governing Rules. Special Assistant Attorney General 
Richard Allyn recommended that the Council be dissolved, pointing out that since Board . 
rules have the force and effect of law, any meeting of the chancellor and two or more 
presidents could be construed as a meeting of the Administrative Council and subject to 
provisions of the Minnesota open meeting law. Allyn noted that the chancellor and the 
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presidents often confer several times each week on matters req~r~ng immediate resolu­
tion and to require such conferences to be subject to advance public notice would pro­
hibit the chancellor from frequent and necessary consultation with the presidents ••• 
A proposal by Director Tim Penny that the Council be expanded to include vice chancel­
lors and college vice presidents and be required to meet quarterly was tabled and 
referred to the chancellor's office for revision ••• The chancellor emphasized that he 
will wish to call public meetings with presidents and other college representatives to 
give students and others an opportunity to address themselves to questions of common 
concern and systemwide implication. 

Penny Appointed--New Director Tim Penny of Walters, Minn., was appointed to serve on the 
Budget and Finance and the Educational Policies Committees of the Board. 

Other summer happenings of interest to returning faculty members: 

B.E.S. De ree and B.A. in MUsic A roved--The ~~ECC approved the Bachelor of Elective 
Studies B.E.S.) degree title and a bachelor of arts degree in music for St. Cloud this 
summer. Under the B.E.S. program students earn a bachelor's degree by completing 192 
credits, with no requirement for a major or minor field of study. An enrollment limit 
of 700 students has been set for the first two years of the program, with no more than 
200 freshmen to be admitted this year. The bachelor of arts degree in music is de­
signed for students who have an interest in music but do not wish to teach or perform. 
Career opportunities for students . in this program include library work and broadcasting. 
Both new programs are available to students this fall. 

External Studies Coordinator Appointed--Plans are now being made to start admitting 
students to the new External Studies Program, established this year to provide degree 
opportunities for students who find traditional on-campus and extension programs inap­
propriate, inconvenient or inaccessible. Cris Kelley, wife of James Kelley, associate 
professor in urban affairs, was appointed coordinator of the new program this summer. 
A native of Connecticut, Kelley holds degrees from Bates College in Lewiston, Maine, 
and the University of Denver. She served as assistant dean of women and director of 
women's relations at Colorado State University, Ft. Collins. Since moving to St. Cloud 
in 1970, she has been involved in community activities and is currently a member of the 
St. Cloud Planning and Energy Cornmdssions. 

Other Major Appointments--James Kitchen, director of the Minority Culture Center, ~as 
appointed assistant to the vice president for academic affairs on a half-time basis. 
Kitchen will assist in the development and implementation of the college's equal oppor­
tunity program, performing services previously provided by Dr. Howard Russell, retired 
English professor, who was employed last year as a part-time affirmative action/equal 
opportunity consultant. Kitchen will continue to serve on a }lalf-time b~sis. ~s. <U.rec~or 
of the ·,Minority Cul:ture. Center •• Michael Hayman, director of Hill~Cas'e. Residence Hall 
since 1972, has been appointed director of residence halls programs. He succeeds ~"':'::~ ~ 

Douglas Busch who resigned to accept a housing position at Hamline University.

Distinguished Alumni Awards 

ARTHUR MORGAN, who attended St. Cloud State College (then State Normal School at St. 
Cloud) in 1896, lives in the small Ohio community of Yellow Springs, a town he helped 
revitalize. In recent years he has devoted his energies to human development in small 
communities. As a young engineer, he drafted a new water control code for the State of 
Minnesota and was subsequently hired by six other states to revise their water control 
laws. He was a member of a group that proposed the League of Nations concept to 
Woodrow Wilson. As president of Antioch College in Ohio, he built it from a dying 
institution with 40 students to one of the nation's outstanding liberal arts colleges. 
Under Morgan's leadership, Antioch achieved a new mixture of liberal education, work 
experience and social training. A democratic community government composted of stu­
dents and faculty made and carried out decisions normally left to governing boards and 
administrators. He was appointed by Franklin Roosevelt to be the first director of the 
Tennessee Valley Authority (TVA). His most important engineering achievement in the 
TVA was the Kentucky Dam, built on a site declared impossible by the Army Corps of 
Engineers and a team of civil engineers. This dam created Kentucky Lake and opened 
full navigation between the Tennessee River system and the Ohio-Mississippi system. A 
renowned engineer, educator and Utopian philosopher, Morgan has served as a consultant 
to numerous state governments and to the governments of Finland, India and Ghana. He 
has published 20 books in his lifetime and has been awarded five honorary degrees, the 
most recent an L.L.D. from Brandeis University in 1972. 

EMIL BERGER has been an administrator in instructional research and evaluation with the 
St. Paul Public Schools since 1972. He holds a B.E. degree from St. Cloud State College 
(1939), an M.A. degree from Northern Colorado University (1947) and a Ph.D. degree from 
the University of ~linnesota (1962). He has taught at high schools in }finnesota and Iowa 
and was coordinator of the mathematics program in the St. Paul Public Schools from 1960 
to 1972. He has taught summer session classes at a number of major colleges and uni­
versities, including the University of Minnesota, Johns Hopkins, Temple University in 
Philadelphia and Columbia University Teachers College. He is a member of numerous state 
and national professional organizations, including the American ~~thematical Society, 
the National Education Association, Phi Delta Kappa and the Minnesota Academy of Science. 
He has been president of the lunnesota Council of Teachers of Mathematics (1953-55) and 
the Mathematics Section of the Minnesota Education Association (1953-55) and vice 
president of the National Council of Teachers of r~thematics (1952-53). Berger is the 
author or co-author of more than 60 . textboolcs, pamphlets, magazine and yearbook 
articles and achievement tests for secondary school students.

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Large Freshman Class--A total of 2,735 freshmen are enrolled at St. Cloud this fall, 
the college's largest freshman class in the past four years. President Charles J. 
Graham considers the increase in freshmen "an encouraging sign." He said the college 
"appears to have entered a period of stabilized enrollment which will enhance our 
planning and budgeting." St. Cloud had 2,392 freshmen last fall, 2,277 in 1972 and 
2,594 in 1971. A preliminary enrollment count, taken after the tenth day of classes, 
showed a total of 9,536 students, compared with an estimated 9,870 a year ago at the 
same time. The total includes full- and part-time students on and off campus. It is 
expected to be higher when a final count is reported. The full-time equivalent (FTE) 
enrollment for the college is 8,250, down about 1.6 per cent from fall quarter 1973. 
The FTE count is the number of credit hours students have registered for divided by 
a cre~it-hour load of 15. It is the basis for legislative appropriations to the col­
lege. The total enrollment includes 8,617 on-campus students, an increase of 15 over 
last fall. There is a slight decline in transfer students, from 779 to 749.

Here are the highlights of the State College Board meeting November 19 at Winona 
State College: 

Residence Hall Policy Changed--The Board ended its policy that freshmen must live in 
college residence halls, effective winter quarter. lvfandatory contracts in force at the 
beginning of winter quarter will be cancelled. 

Non-Intoxicating Malt Liguor Policy Adopted--The Board approved limited sale and con­
sumption of non-intoxicating malt liquor at state colleges. The sale and consumption 
are subject to the approval of the administration at each college. Such temporary beer 
sales were legalized by the legislature in its last session if a temporary permit is 
granted by the governing municipality. Each college will draft regulations to cover 
sales and consumption. 

New Academic Programs Approved--The Board approved nine new academic programs to be 
forwarded to the Higher Education Coordinating Commission, where approval also is 
necessary before implementation. The programs are: Mankato--B.A./B.S. Major in Astron­
omy, Minor in Geology, A.S. in Medical Laboratory Technician, B.A./B.S. Major in Min­
ority and Ethnic Studies, B.S. Major in Construction Management, B.S. Minor in Scan­
dinavian Area Studies; Moorhead--f~nor in Women's Studies; St. Cloud--flinor in Women's 
Studies, Minor in Minority Studies. 

Academic Program Review--Chancellor G. Theodore Mitau made these comments regarding 
the Academic Program Review now in progress: "Faculties quite properly have raised 
questions and expressed concerns about strategies of program review as improperly 
focusing excessive attention on readily accessible and ascertainable quantitative in­
dices of productivity, such as number of students and credit hours. Let me stress that 
it is the conviction of this office that one of the great values of the program budget 
approach is its potential for identifying the necessary financial support levels re­
quired to sustain and enhance the quality of those academically and intellectually 
important disciplines and programs which are central to the liberal arts offering of a 
comprehensive institution but which may not attract large enrollments. Career educa­
tion can never be viewed as the only point of emphasis in a viable and sound four­
year academic institution. Indeed, the liberal arts have always been and will continue 
to be at the heart of any educational program that purports to prepare individuals to 
become thinking, sensitive and envisioned men and women who will play an important role 
in their community and state.u Several Board members voiced their support of this 
statement. 

Mankato Constitution Approved-- A new constitution for Mankato State College was ap­
proved after tqe docUm.ent had been amended to give students a s.tronger voice in deci­
sion making at the college. 

Paid Media Advertising Policy Adopted--The Board adopted guidelines for the use of paid 
media advertising by the state colleges, making the presidents responsible for adver­
tising budgets, restricting advertising to primary service areas and establishing a 
committee to coordinate advertising in the metropolitan Twin Cities area. 

Budgets Reallocated--Fall quarter budgets were reallocated according to actual enroll­
ments. 

Other Items--The presidents and chancellor were authorized to make surplus equipment 
lease agreements .•. Nine Affirmative Action salary appeals were denied ••. The chan­
cellor reported on the status of faculty bargaining and indicated that new construction 
projects, although deferred by the board, can be implemented if the legislature and 
governor decide that cost trends favor immediate action.

Three Leave For Denmark--Three faculty members have left for Aa~borg, Denmark, to 
teach 90 SCS students there during the winter quarter. They are Julie Andrzejewski, 
speech-communication, Eugene Rosenthal, psychology, and Dale Swanson, theatre. Richard 
Baschky will be acting chairman of the theatre department during Swanson's absence. 
Returning from Denmark are three faculty members who taught there during fall quarter: 
Reuel Pietz, geography, Akl Kairouz, political science, and Ruel Fischmann, philosophy. 
Donald Sikkink, speech-communication, remains as resident director. In recent letters 
to Robert Frost, international studies and program development, Sikkink reported 
that the students had returned from a trip to the Soviet Union {"no lost students, 
no jail sentences, no severe illnesses--one girl brought back a brick from Red Square!"}. 
Later, however, he admitted that half the tour group had diarrhea, which he dubbed 
"Trotsky's Revenge." A trip to Lebanon is planned during winter quarter. The students 
have toured a ship yard, visited several Danish homes, are helping build a house and 
are teaching English to Danes. They also touren an American destroyer. The program 
is centered in a 100-year-old hotel, the Kong Frederik, which has 40 rooms. In one 
letter Sikkink wrote: "It was a good week. The dryer worked seven days without 
blowing a fuse, the dishwasher is working, the fire alarm only went off once and only 
three sinks are not working."

St. Cloud Third in Library Volumes--Minnesota's largest collections of college library 
books are at the University of Minnesota, Augsburg College and St. Cloud State College. 
A survey conducted in 1973 by the Minnesota Higher Education Coordinating Commission 
reported 3,071,557 volumes at the University of Minnesota (Twin Cities Campus), 
1,062,210 volumes at Augsburg and 376,889 volumes at St. Cloud. Library books at the 
23 Minnesota private four-year colleges totaled 2,576,440. Volumes at the six out­
state Minnesota state colleges amounted to 1,307,218. The 18 community colleges re­
ported a total of 330,203 volumes. Holdings at the University of Minnesota's four 
outstate campuses and the Mayo Graduate School of Medicine totaled 448,606 volumes. 
Private junior colleges and professional schools accounted for 461,008 books. Volumes 
held by all ~tinnesota college and university libraries totaled .8,195,032.

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President's Annual Report Published--St. Cloud State College remains in good health 
despite the negative impact of inflation, President Charles J. Graham has asserted ·in 
his annual report to the r~nnesota State College Board. In a letter accompanying the 
report, which covers the 1973-74 fiscal year, Graham said the college's "prospects 
for continued strength appear to be excellent." Enrollment for the next decade "should 
be relatively stable,n he said, "making future planning more reliable." 

He called attention to five developments described in the report: the college 
continued shifting some of its resources to new programs; faculty quality as measured 
by completed doctorates continued to improve; the college continued to expand its 
educational services to off-campus persons; more improvements were made in physical 
facilities and the college continued to grow in overall enrollment and percentage of 
graduate students. "If the resources provided to the college can be restored to pre­
inflation purchasing power levels, we should be able to continue and improve educa­
tional services,n the president concluded. 

The report indicates that total graduate and undergraduate enrollment averaged 
10,158 per quarter, the highest in the college's history. However, there was a small 
decrease in full-time equivalent enrollment. Fall quarter freslunen totaled 2,392, an 
increase of 179 over 1972. About 98 per cent of the 7,443 full-time on-campus stu­
dents enrolled during the 1973 fall quarter came from Minnesota, with representation 
from every county. More students came from Hennepin County than any other. During 
the 1973-74 fiscal year, 5,861 financial awards amounting to $3.4 million were made 
to students through the financial aids office. Occupancy in residence halls was the 
highest it has been since the mid-1960's. The Student Health Service was moved and 
enlarged. The college awarded 1,943 degrees, a decrease of 213 from the previous 
year. However, graduate degrees increased to a record high of 277. For the first 
time, the college awarded fewer four-year degrees in education than in fields other 
than education. Of 411 full-time instructional faculty, 220 held doctorates. The 
number of professional support personnel increased to 334. 

The college developed and proposed six new degree programs, all subsequently 
approved by the HECC, including an external studies program designed to provide de­
gree opportunities for non-tradition~! students. Evening and special course offer­
ings under the college's continuing education program increased from 197 to 266. 
Nineteen faculty research projects were funded through institutional grants. A 
materials inventory conducted by the Learning Resources Center revealed a total of 
more than one million volumes, units and titles. 

St. Cloud became the first Minnesota college to install a chapter of Phi Kappa 
Phi, national academic honor society. The college adopted a new accounting system, 
a new personnel system, a new inventory control system and a new computerized student 
registration system. Building projects included the renovation of Kiehle Hall, the 
former library, into a Visual Arts Center, the construction of a new Administrative 
Services Building and the development of a Campus Mall.

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>ummary of President Graham's Remarks ~~ember 17. Fac111.ty Meeting, Atwood Theatre: 

Soon we wi l l be closing out the first half of this decade and beginning the five­
rear period which vill take us to 1980. As we enter that new period there are a num­
>er of reasons why the college should set its goals for 1980 and beyond. 

First, no instit utional mission statement or long-range goals have been estab­
~ished by the college for several years. The Statement of Purpose in the General 
~uiletin, which first appeared nearly ten years ago, does not describe many of the 
~hings we ar e doing now. 

Second, after experiencing a four-year period of declining enrollments we seem 
~o be f acing a period of relatively stable enrollment through the last half of the 
L970's. This should enable us to plan our future with a considerable degree of cer­
::;ainty . 

Third, many of the things ive have done in the past fe1v years have resulted in 
le facto changes of mi ssion , goals and objectives which need to be i dentified and 
:!xamined. T.~Te have undertaken many nevT graduate programs, opened up new career or­
iented majors and minors, begun an external studies program--and we are in the contin­
~ing education business to such a degree that 30% of our students are part-time and 
2,000 of t hem are enrolled off the campus. Are these the directions we wish to 
pursue into the next decade? If so, these goals should be ratified and articulated; 
i f not , they should be modified or rejected. 

Fourth, new curriculum proposals are surfacing throughout the college. From 
~utside the college come proposals from many groups. How shall we decide which are 
appropriate for us to undertake? How shall we allocate resources and personnel to 
meet new needs and how shall we shift resources from existing programs to new ones? 
The rapid gro1rth of the 1960's created a framework for one kind of decision making-­
t he accommodat i on of ever-increasing numbers. The enrollment decline of t he early 
1970's forced us to make the painful decisions required by retrenchment. During the 
1975-1980 period we are going to have to make decisions of a different kind in pro­
gram development, r e source allocation, personnel policies, student development and 
administrative organi z.ation, to name a fe1-1. 

Fifth, because of its past, its size, its location and its reputation, this col­
lege enjoys the prospect of becoming a premier institution of higher education in the 
next five to ten years. We are unlikely to become anything more than just another 
college if we do not know where we are going or if we cannot communicate our goals as 
well as our achievements to our many publ i2s. 

Finally, both the State College Board and the Higher Education Coordinating 
Commission have indicated their desire th~,t each institution in the state should pre­
pare and submit a miss ion or goal statement this year. 

For these reasons, I am planning to initiate this quarter a procedure for devel­
oping a new goals statement for the college. I believe that such a statement should 
be in harmony with the mission statement of the Minnesota state colleges adopted in 
1972 by the St ate College Board and reflect the objectives developed by departments · ~-­

and units duri ng last year's program review. It also should be divisible by ob j ec­
tives. I think of goals as long-range in scope and as being the end result, while 
objectives are short-range steps in the direction of attaining those goals. And our 
goals must be fea sible or based on realistic assumptions about our future. 



Summary--2 

Last year we established a Long-Range Study Commission. I am going to ask that 
commission to convene at an early date to begin thinking about this project. I would 
like for its members to study the objectives developed in last year's program review 
so that we can build on the input from the faculties of each department. I plan to 
prepare proposed goals to submit to the commission before the end of the quarter. 
After the commission has had an opportunity to work on them I will submit them to the 
College Senate. I hope to present a statement of goals for St. Cloud State College 
to the State College Board by the end of the academic year. 

Goals statements can err in one of two directions: So vague as to be meaningless 
or so precise as to be divisive and restrictive. I hope we can avoid both pitfalls. 
I believe we should try to develop realistic goals, not general statements of phil­
osophy. On the other hand, we must avoid any naive notion that we can determine the 
exact future of the college for the next decade. Human institutions, particularly 
those which are creatures of government, simply do not develop in that way. Our best 
attempts to chart our own course will inevitably be influenced by a dozen factors 
which we fail to forsee~ 

Nonetheless, we can push forward toward the goals we set and that very process 
will help us all think more clearly about what we are and where we are headed. I 
would like to encourage each faculty member to think seriously about what our goals 
should be. I invite any person to submit his or her thoughts on this matter either 
to me or to the Long-Range Study Commission.
